Senior Project Guidelines

The Senior Project provides every student an opportunity to achieve a sense of accomplishment and self-confidence that will enhance lifetime learning habits and interests.  It offers collaboration between senior students and our community.

Goals:

The Senior Project will:

-Help students become independent and lifelong learners

-Invite community involvement with the school in the form of mentorship, resources, and student recognition

-Provide a venue for student to connect learning, work, and life

Requirements:

The Senior Project is divided into three parts – a physical project, journal and or timesheet, and a presentation.  A student must show proficiency in all three of these areas before graduating.

Physical Project: The physical project is the key focus of the Senior Project.  It involves a minimum of 25 hours of documented work on a project that will benefit the community of Wrangell, as well as the creation of an appropriate visual aid for the presentation.  School and community relations are strengthened as community members become involved with students in a meaningful way as mentors and resources.  It also allows students a chance to recognize the resources and job opportunities available in their community. 

Senior Project Documentation:
Each senior must find a mentor to oversee their project and sign off on the hours and tasks that the student has to accomplish in order to complete the requirements of the physical portion of their senior project.  Proof of hours can be presented in different forms, such as a journal, time log, and or calendar.  

Senior Presentations: 

Senior Project presentations will take place the first week of May on May 6th from 6:30-8:00 PM in the high school commons.  Presentations must include a poster board explaining the senior project and showing it in its various stages of completion.  In addition to the poster board, students must create a computer generated piece that will showcase their project; such as a PowerPoint/key note or an I Movie.  Students must be dressed in business attire and in the commons by 6:00 PM on May 6th in order to set up their project presentations.
